Autonomous Region of China (XUAR). We expect all of our vendors to take necessary action to
ensure that products sold to Ross, or any materials in those products, are not in any way
produced, sourced, or supplied through use of involuntary or forced labor.

We take these issues very seriously and will have zero tolerance for violations.
